Daily sorting of the recyclables begins once the furniture is opened for our customers. We 
have 4 labeled boxes that are on carts for easy transport to our recycling area. Styrofoam 

goes in one, all cardboard together, clear plastic together, and then items that are considered 
ñwasteò that cannot be recycled. Larger cardboard pieces are laid on a separate cart so they 

can be broken down into smaller pieces.  



Once the boxes are full they are brought to the recycling area in the distribution 
center. Each box is taken off the cart, sorted, and then put in the correct baler or 

put in the densifier.   



Once a bale is complete, the bale is taken and loaded on a trailer until the trailer is 
full. From there is transported to the recycling center.  



The foam (Styrofoam) is put into the foam densifier which heats up to 300 degrees 
Fahrenheit. It then goes through an auger into a heating element where it is 

melted, extruded, and formed into a square block.  



It takes 2 -3 large Gaylord (48x40x36ò) boxes of loose Styrofoam to make one 
square of densified product. Each square weighs at the heaviest 50lbs and 

measures 24x24ò up to 4ò thick. Once a pallet is full it is put in a storage container. 
Currently 33 pallets that weigh over 26,000 lbs are being stored in a storage 

container waiting to be sold.
